Normal high ground water is the highest elevation of a water table that is maintained or exceeded for a continuous period of six weeks
per year. In order to obtain the ground water readings, a monitoring time frame of eight weeks to one year will be necessary depend-
ing on location and site conditions. Ground water is measured from the original grade rather than a filled or finished grade for
consistency of readings. Soil profiles of test holes and soil typing will also be submitted for review on the project. If the ground water

data does not reflect normal high water table for the area, additional monitoring may be required.
